Hypocrisy.

1 “Do not judge so that you will not be
judged. % For in the way you judge, you will
be judged; and by your standard of me-
asure, it will be measured to you. > Why do
you look at the speck that is in your
brother’s eye, but do not notice the log that
is in your own eye? * Or how can you say to
your brother, ‘Let me take the speck out of
your eye,” and behold, the log is in your
own eye? ° You hypocrite, first take the log
out of your own eye, and then you will see
clearly to take the speck out of your
brother’s eye. Matthew 7:1-5

During a recent visit to the local chemist, |
engaged in a familiar conversation with one
of the staff members. Both of us experience
recurring sinus issues, and some years ago,
my physician recommended that | use a sa-
line sinus rinse daily. The first time | pur-
chased the solution, the same staff member
emphasised the importance of consistency
in this routine. While | have maintained the
discipline to do so every morning, she ad-
mitted that maintaining such regularity is
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challenging for her.

Reflecting on our exchange during my drive
home, | was reminded of a parable taught by
Jesus, which underscores human tendencies
to dispense advice more readily than we ap-
ply it ourselves. This principle extends
beyond health routines; for example, a local
lawn care professional often neglected his
own yard despite maintaining those of
others. Similarly, tradespeople, such as pain-
ters and decorators, might overlook neces-
sary improvements in their own homes whi-
le delivering quality work for clients.

This common disconnect—where individuals
excel at assisting others but fall short in self-
care—is mirrored in the teachings of Jesus
regarding hypocrisy, particularly among the
religious leaders of his time. He notably re-
ferred to them as "whitewashed tombs,"
highlighting the discrepancy between exter-
nal appearances and internal reality. Thro-
ugh parables, often employing exaggeration
for emphasis, Jesus encouraged self-
examination before offering guidance to
others, as illustrated in the teaching about
removing the log from one's own eye before
addressing the speck in another's.

It is essential to regularly assess our own li-
ves and motivations through honest
reflection. Psalm 139 provides a prayerful
framework for seeking divine insight into our
thoughts and actions:

Search me, O God, and know my heart;

Try me and know my anxious thoughts;

22 And see if there be any hurtful way in
me,And lead me in the everlasting way.
Psalms 139:23-24

This prayer asks God to reveal what is in our
hearts and thoughts, especially those things
we may not see in ourselves. The Word of
God powerfully accomplishes this, as descri-
bed in Hebrews.



For the word of God is living and active and
sharper than any two-edged sword, and
piercing as far as the division of soul and
spirit, of both joints and marrow, and able
to judge the thoughts and intentions of the
heart. ** And there is no creature hidden
from His sight, but all things are open and
laid bare to the eyes of Him with whom we
have to do.

% Therefore, since we have a great high
priest who has passed through the hea-
vens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast
our confession. Hebrews 4:12-14

God gave us His Word to help us grow and
be transformed. By hearing and reading it,
our hearts are shaped. Let’s revisit Jesus’
teaching in the Gospel of Luke with open-
ness to understand His message.

Do not judge, and you will not be judged;
and do not condemn, and you will not be
condemned; pardon, and you will be par-
doned. *® Give, and it will be given to you.
They will pour into your lap a good me-
asure—pressed down, shaken together,
and running over. For by your standard of
measure it will be measured to you in re-
turn.”

3 And He also spoke a parable to them: “A
blind man cannot guide a blind man, can
he? Will they not both fall into a pit? ° A
pupil is not above his teacher; but everyo-
ne, after he has been fully trained, will be
like his teacher. ** Why do you look at the
speck that is in your brother’s eye, but do
not notice the log that is in your own eye?
2 Or how can you say to your brother,
‘Brother, let me take out the speck that is
in your eye,” when you yourself do not see
the log that is in your own eye? You hypoc-
rite, first take the log out of your own eye,

If something in these words resonated with
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you—perhaps someone you need to forgive,
or an issue to resolve—take a moment to
reflect and pray. When God reveals so-
mething through His Word, it's meant to
bring you closer to Him.

Jesus compared our relationship with our
Heavenly Father to a vine and its branches,
teaching that pruning helps it bear more
fruit, as described in John 15.

! “] am the true vine, and My Father is the
vinedresser. 2 Every branch in Me that does
not bear fruit, He takes away; and every
branch that bears fruit, He prunes it so that
it may bear more fruit. John 15:1-2

Confession and God's Word purify us so we
can be more fruitful for Him. Let’s remain
open and obedient to God, with hearts focu-
sed on following Him. May our lives, actions,
and testimony reflect our faith in Jesus
Christ as Lord, living for God's glory without
hypocrisy.
